In the halls of the museum
you can see grand clothing of tsars,
the famous double throne on which

Ivan V and Peter I were crowned, a
collection of weapons, western
silverware, and even ceremonial horse
harness and many other things.

Alexander Gardens is 
a park located  right by the Moscow 
Kremlin walls. The garden is famous 

for its architectural monuments, 
incredibly beautiful flower beds and 
history. You can see how history and 
modernity meet here, slowing down 

the rapid rhythms of the capital.

Eternal flame 
You will see the Tomb of the 

Unknown Soldier, which 
commemorates the soldiers of the 

Soviet Union who died fighting 
during World War II. The Eternal 
Flame that continuously burns in 
front of it, is like a respect to their 

sacrifice. 



Red Square is the main and 
the most famous square in Moscow, 
located in the city center, near the 
north-eastern wall of the Kremlin. 

You can see a monument to Minin and 
Pozharsky, and a place where 

prominent figures of the Soviet  State 
were buried. 

Lenin's Mausoleum is the 
most emblematic monument of the 

Soviet era, because inside the 
embalmed body of Lenin is exposed.  
Lenin’s Mausoleum appeared on the 

Red Square  in 1924. Before it, the 
Alevizov Moat stood in its place, 

where lions were kept under Ivan the 
Terrible’s rule.



Pokrovsky Cathedral 
was built from 1555 to 1561 on orders 

from Ivan the Terrible. It’s an 

Orthodox church in Red Square of 
Moscow, and is one of the most 

popular cultural symbols of Russia.

Zaryadye Park is a new 
symbol of the city. Located in the 
heart of Moscow, a stone’s throw 

away from the Kremlin, it recreates 
the different landscape of Russia. And 
there’s a unique floating bridge that 

has become one of the city’s main 

tourist attractions.

Moscow State 
University 

is a state-controlled institution of 
higher learning, the oldest surviving, 

largest, and most prestigious 
university in Russia.

Sparrow Hills is a hill on 
the bank of the Moskva River and one 

of the highest points in Moscow, 
reaching a height of 80 m above the 

river level. 
The place offers a beautiful view of 

the city and its surroundings.
